Duragutter is an engineered system with easy to follow,
step-by-step instructions.

Installers must review both this installation guide and
the installation videos prior to installation.
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Specialized Tools Required for Installation

e 12" sliding compound miter saw with minimum 80 tooth blade

e Bar clamp (minimum 5 1/2” throat depth) and miter clamp - we can include both in your order

e 7/16” drill bit

e 21/2” or 2 3/4” carbide hole saw (for 3” round outlet) or jigsaw with metal cutting blade (for rectangular

outlets)
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General Installation Notes

Plan the work sequence. Always make inside miters before outside miters.

2. Use only glues and sealants supplied or approved by Duragutter. Do not allow glue or sealant to freeze.

3. When working with short lengths, it may be easier to assemble joints at waist level and then lift the

assembled unit into place.

4. Use eye and ear protection when cutting Duragutter. Use dust collection or cut over a tarp or sweepable

surface.

Expansion Joints

Aluminum expands and contracts as a function of temperature. Yearly temperature ranges vary per climate

zone. Use the chart below to determine expansion gaps at butt joints for your location. For example, New York

City has a temperature range of approximately 80° F from low to high.

If gutters are installed at the high end of the temperature range, use minimal expansion gaps for dark colored

gutters and do not use expansion gaps for light colored gutters.

The provided sealing tape is designed to absorb movement and is essential to the watertightness of joints.

Do not substitute other tapes or sealants.

INTERNAL PLUGS
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Installing Internal Plugs

e PVCinternal plugs seal off the gutter where it o Insert plug 1/8” into gutter, taking care to align
butts into a wall or piece of trim. They fit inside the edges.
the gutter and are flush with the outside. o Apply 2P-10 Adhesive to the inside of the gutter
o Do not use where end of gutter is exposed - use next to the plug.

o Tap the plug flush with the end of the gutter. o Apply sealant to inside of plug, including the
grooves in gutter.

AT RAKE MITERS
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Installing Tall Internal Plug (use at Rake Miter only)

o Insert plug 1/8” into a scrap of gutter. o Remove plug and cut at roof pitch angle on miter
o Place gutter at desired height and mark roof pitch saw.

o Tap the plug part way into the gutter, taking care o Apply 2P-10 Adhesive to the inside of the gutter
to align the edges. next to the plug.
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o Tap plug all the way into the gutter. o Apply sealant to the inside of the plug, including

the grooves in gutter.

INTEGRAL FLASHING
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Installing Integral Flashing

o Pre-bent edge of metal flashing fits into top o Bend the upper part of the flashing to the proper
